Question #2          What did Jesus Say about the Abundant Life and what does it include? 
See John 10:10.     The abundant life includes: our health; our peace; our deliverance; our 
blessings; our favor; and yes even our finances! It is time to experience the Abundant Life! 
 
Question #3          Why aren’t Christians Living the Abundant Life? Four (4) Excuses 
                                 Excuse #1-“The Abundant Life is not for everyone.” 
                                 Excuse #2-“I am not worthy enough to receive the Abundant Life.” 
                                 Excuse #3-“The devil is keeping me from experiencing The Abundant Life.” 
                                 Excuse #4-“I do not know how to experience living The Abundant Life.” 
 
Question #4          How do I start experiencing living the Abundant Life? 
                                The best way to start experiencing the Abundant Life is to obtain a revelation 
of God’s Love       Three (3) Facts about God’s Love  

1. The Love of God has been poured out into us. See Romans 5:5 
2. God demonstrates His Love for us by allowing Jesus Christ to die for us. 

See Romans 5:6-8. 
3. The more we believe that the Love of God is working in us, the more we 

will grow in confidence and become more like Jesus. See 1 John 4:16-17.
